Information on Sessions:

Practical teaching that illustrates a simple and powerful approach, modeled by Jesus Christ that effectively reaches the hearts children, youth and adults to help them resolve emotional pain and the spiritual problems that are damaging them and their relationships.  The application of this principle opens the hearts of people to enjoy relationship with God

“Essentials to Enjoying Marriage”
Information on Sessions:

Session One:  Roger and Brenda will teach on three keys that are necessary to experience an enjoy marriage instead of an endure marriage.  

Session Two:
When people share life together in marriage there will be times when they hurt one another, and the dirty plates of unforgiven offences begin to pile up and anger grows. There are a number of negative aspects to anger in a relationship.  However, in this session you will learn how you can use anger in a positive way to resolve conflict and strengthen a marriage.

                   What are practical ways to prioritize your marriage so you enjoy your
                   marriage for a lifetime?  

Session 2 – Communication Tools

                   What are three communication tools that will help you communicate to    

                   understand one another and feel understood by one another?  These tools

                   are very important to use to enhance unity in relationships.  One tool

                   is called the “Bologna Sandwich Method of Communication”.

Session 3 – Developing Intimacy in Marriage 

                   What is intimacy and what is needed to develop spiritual, emotional and

                   physical closeness in a marriage?  What are three necessary ingredients

                   to develop intimacy and how can closeness in a marriage relationship be

                   restored?

Session 4 – Rebuilding from Failure to Become a Blameless Person 

                  There is a lot of emphasis on being a success, but what happens when there

                  has been a personal failure in life or marriage?  How can a person become a 

                  blameless person after making some big mistakes?  How can one end the

                  control of guilt and shame for past mistakes, and how can a person rebuild

                  trust and their testimony after failing?

Session 5 – Using Negative Emotions in A Positive Way

                   Everyone experiences a variety of negative emotions as we go through life.

                   How can we use negative emotions to identify needs in a person’s heart so
                   those needs can be addressed in a healthy way through the ministry of 

                   Jesus Christ so a person can get back to a place of joy, and peace?
Session 6 – The Pressure Cooker 

                  Sometimes life can be like a pressure cooker.  Relationships can suffer inside

                  that pressure cooker.  We are going to consider 3 negative emotions that burn

                  under the pressure cooker, and three destructive behavior patterns that flow 

                  those negative emotions and discover what and who God has provided to free
                  us from these negative emotions and the negative impact they have on

                  relationships.     
Session 7 – Guarding the Core Belief System and Renewing the Mind with God’s 

                    Truth 

                  When people experience heartbreaking events, trauma, or abuses in life or 

                  relationships those experiences are like a double-edged sword.  

                  Those events wound the heart and instill a lie in a person’s core belief 

                  system.  Those wounds and the negative thoughts tied to those painful events

                  adversely affect relationships.  What can we do to overcome those negative

                  thoughts to have our minds renewed with God’s truth which in turn impacts

                  marriage and family relationships in a very positive way.

Session 8 – Circles of Responsibility

                  This truth empowers people to understand what to do to work through conflict

                  in life and relationships and avoid taking things into their circle of 

                  responsibility that doesn’t belong to them.  A very important truth to apply in

                  marriage and family relationships.

Session 9 – “Rut (Gut) Reactions and Rut Removers”

                 Married couples often for ruts or repeating behavior patterns that harm their

                 relationship.  This session helps couples identify their repeating negative

                 patterns and learn how to get out of the rut instead of arriving at a destructive

                 deadlock in their relationship.

“Bring Back the Joy” Overview
Do you desire to experience joy in life and relationships?  

God wants us to live in joy and fellowship with Himself and one another.  However, mankind’s fall into sin brought emotional pain and negative emotions such as anger, grief, fear, guilt, shame, depression, disappointment, etc. into life and relationships.  Individuals and families experience trials, conflicts, and heartaches and often find themselves or loved ones living in the negative emotion camp instead of a house of joy.   

Roger Daum shares from Scripture how God’s priority for individuals, couples, and families is to experience joy in relationship with God and one another.  He will also address the “Joy Killers” of selfishness, hypocrisy, and bitterness in relationships and give practical and Biblical instruction on how to overcome these “Joy Killers” so you can cooperate with God in making your life and family a house of joy, so that “The Joy of the Lord is your strength”.   (Nehemiah 8:11).    

“REBUILDING FROM FAILURE TO BECOME A BLAMELESS MAN”
Our culture places a huge emphasis on being a success.  A person’s value is often based on how successful they are in life, business, or family life.  What about men who struggle with personal failures in life or the fear of failure?  How can a man rebuild from failure when his testimony has been damaged or destroyed by sinful choices?  How can he rebuild trust when trust has been lost?  How can he be set free from the guilt and shame of the past so he can become a “blameless” man in the eyes of God and people?

Pastoral counselor and relationship coach, Roger Daum, will teach men “How to Rebuild from Failure to Become a Blameless Man”.  He has many years of experience in being used of God to help restore God’s people in local churches and in personal relationship with God and one another.  After 30 years of pastoral ministry, he and his wife Brenda founded Restoration Ministries in Cozad, NE., where individuals and couples come to find restoration and healing for their hearts and relationships.

“Equipping People To Help People”
Pastoral Counseling Training
Roger Daum with Restoration Ministries shares important concepts for mentors, small group leaders, pastors and counselors, to help them understand how to care for the emotional wounds of those who are being discipled and how to help people remove hindrances to spiritual growth and emotional freedom. He will share practical insights on helping people resolve their emotional wounds and the spiritual problems or enemy oppression associated with the wounding.

Caring For Broken Hearts Like Jesus Did -  (60 -70 minutes)
Practical teaching on what causes a person to lock their heart emotionally, so it is difficult to give or receive love.  What are some combinations that lock the heart?  How can we experience the Lord’s healing within so that our hearts are open to give and receive love as God intends?

Helping People Experience the Healing of Their Hearts – Pt. 1 & 2 - (2 hours)
Teaching the steps “people helpers” can take a person through to help them experience the Lord’s emotional healing of their hearts, help them resolve bitterness, and renew their minds with truth so transformation takes place.
The Positive Benefit of Anger  - (1 hour)  
Teaching on how the emotion of anger be used in a positive way to identify needs in the heart or relationships so that the anger being resolved in a healthy and Biblical way?

Finding Emotional Freedom Through Forgiveness  (1 hour & 15 minutes)
Practical teaching on how to use negative emotions such as fear, anger, guilt, etc. in a positive way to bring resolution and emotional and spiritual freedom to one’s life.  What is Biblical forgiveness?  How to forgive from the heart and end the control of the past and replace the lies that affect one’s core belief system and behaviors.  This session provides practical tools for the counselor to use in helping people resolve the bondage of bitterness.

Living With The Memories of Forgiven Sin – (50 minutes)
How to help someone who has forgiven, or been forgiven, but continues to struggle with the memories of that forgiven sin?  Sometimes people are just told to forgive and forget, but is that Biblical?  How can we use the memories of forgiven sin in a positive way?   How can trust be rebuilt in a damaged relationship or marriage?

Four Keys to Working Through Conflict  (If Time)  (2-3 hours)
Practical wisdom and Biblical tools to help people resolve conflicts in family, marriage, church, or other relationships.  People who are helping people will benefit greatly as they learn to apply these keys.

Why Is Sex Such A Big Deal?  (1 hour)

Helping People to understand God’s design for sexuality and how Satan seeks to distort God’s design through sexual abuse or through getting people involved in sexual sin.  Practical teaching on how to help people resolve the pain of sexual abuse and the bondage caused by sexual sins.

The following is a description of a new conference on relationships by Roger and Brenda Daum based on the Old Testament Book of Ruth.

NEEDS?  WE ALL HAVE THEM
Every living person has 4 basic needs they try to meet in a variety of ways.  If these needs aren’t met through a meaningful relationship with God and healthy relationships it results in emptiness.  What are these needs?  How can you, and your spouse or family members thrive as these needs are met?  

The Daum’s illustrate from an Old Testament love story found in the book of Ruth, how Jesus Christ can meet these needs in our lives, our marriages, families, and church family, and how we can join Him to help meet these needs.   

Session 1 – “Decisions that Impact Our Future” – People can make poor decisions that adversely affect them and their family resulting in rejection, insecurity, a loss of identity and purpose.  How can we get back to a place of experiencing God’s blessing in life and relationships, including our marriage? 
Session 2 – “Our Need for Acceptance and Security” – People often go into marriage expecting marriage will be like a beautifully decorated box full of love, romance, and blessing, but are disappointed to discover the box is empty.  What they get out of the box will depend on what is put into the box.  What are two relationship needs we all have?  Where and in whom can we find these needs?  How can we join the Lord Jesus in meeting these needs in our loved one’s life?

Session 3 – “Our Need for Identity” – People search for identity and meaning in life.  When Satan deceived mankind in the Garden of Eden, he pulled off the greatest identity theft in history.  This session illustrates through a love story in the book of Ruth how we can discover a new identity through Jesus Christ that frees us from the shame of our past, so we do not need to let shame adversely affect our relationships.

Session 4 – “Finding Our Identity in Jesus Christ” – Through marriage, Ruth received a new identity that changed the course of her life.  How can we find a new identity that frees us from the guilt and shame of our past and enables us to experience the transformation of our lives, our marriage and family relationships?

Session 5 – “Discovering God’s Purpose for Our Life and Marriage” – To discover our purpose we must begin with our designer.  What is our designer’s purpose for us and for our marriage?  What is marriage to be a picture of?  What divine secret is God seeking to reveal through marriage?  How does an understanding of this amazing truth encourage us to live out God’s purpose for our marriage, so it positively impacts our family and the community around us?
